Self-Righteousness
Are you so foolish? After beginning by the Spirit, are you 
now finishing by the flesh?
Galatians 3:3
 
Guilt & Shame
Therefore, there is now no condemnation for those in Christ 
Jesus, 2 because the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus 
has set you free from the law of sin and death.
Romans 8:1-2



Fear
For you did not receive a spirit of slavery to fall back into fear. Instead, you 
received the Spirit of adoption, by whom we cry out, “Abba, Father!”
Romans 8:15
 
Unbelief
Not only that, but we ourselves who have the Spirit as the firstfruits—we also 
groan within ourselves, eagerly waiting for adoption, the redemption of our 
bodies. 24 Now in this hope we were saved, but hope that is seen is not hope, 
because who hopes for what he sees? 25 Now if we hope for what we do not 
see, we eagerly wait for it with patience.
